Policy Statement
No child will be excluded from participating in nursery who may, for any reason, not yet be fully toilet.

To facilitate this:
· Work will be carried out with parents towards toilet training, unless there are medical or other developmental reasons why this may not be appropriate. 
· Any necessary adjustments will be made to our bathroom provision and hygiene practice to accommodate children who are not, yet toilet trained. 
· Toilet training is seen as a self-care skill that children learn with the full support and non-judgmental concern of adults. 
· All staff are familiar with the hygiene procedures and carry these out when changing children. 

As there is a wide variation in the time at which children master the skills involved in being fully toilet trained, staff will deal with the following situations to meet the requirements of individual children. 

Procedures for Intimate Care
· Good hygiene routines are encouraged, regarding toilet flushing, use of toilet paper and hand washing.
· Children have access to the toilet and are encouraged to be independent. In addition to this the children are encouraged to use the toilets at regular intervals throughout the day i.e. before lunch time.
· Staff support bottom wiping where needed. 
· Each child has a bag with a change of clothes and cleaning wipes where necessary. 
· Gloves are put on before changing starts.
· Children should be encouraged to wash their hands and have soap and paper towels to hand.
· Children undergoing toilet training are encouraged to use the toilet when necessary and are supported with the process. Staff will liaise with parents and carers about routines and progress. 

Toilet accidents
· Wet/soiled clothes are removed and placed in a bag.
· Clean clothes are given to the child to wear. 
· Parents/carers of the child will confidentially and sensitively be informed of any accidents at the end of the day.

Consent 
When children start our school, the parents are asked to provide consent for relevant staff to assist their child in the case of any of the above events occurring during school time. 



Child Protection 
The privacy and safety of the child is always upheld. The child is provided with a private place to change.	

POLICY REVIEW
This policy will be reviewed at least every two years.
