	Phonics 

	In Nursery, the children will be introduced to phonemes- s, a, t, p, i, n and m. We are extremely excited to see our Nursery children begin to recognise different letter sounds.

In Reception, the children will continue to learn the remaining phase 2 sounds before being introduced to six new digraphs during this half term.

	Writing

	In Nursery, the children will continue to develop their fine motor skills through engaging activities such as Dough Disco. We will keep encouraging them to give meaning to the marks they make, supporting the early stages of writing. When they are ready, the children will begin to trace the letters of their first name, helping to build their confidence and control.

In Reception, we will continue to focus on writing CVC (consonant–vowel–consonant) words. As the children progress, they will begin to write short captions to extend their skills. Reception children will also take part in daily handwriting sessions. Once your child can confidently write their first name independently, they will move on to writing their surname.

	Letter formation
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	Maths

	In Nursery, the children will be identifying the numeral 2, begin to develop 1-1 number correspondence, continue aba patterns and sort a variety of objects based on their size and colour.  

In Reception, the children will be identifying and comparing circles, triangles, squares and rectangles. The reception children will be looking at the composition of the numbers 4 and 5. We will also be working hard to identify one more and one less than a given number.

	Each Friday the children will engage in a gymnastics session. This half term we will be focusing on bouncing, jumping and landing
